Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of hosts. Heaven and earth are full of your 
glory. Hosanna in the highest. Blessed is he who comes in the name 
of the Lord.  Hosanna in the highest. 
 

The mystery of faith.  When we eat this Bread and drink this Cup,  
         we proclaim your Death, O Lord,  
    until you come again. 
 

Communion Antiphon:   The Good Shepherd has risen,  
    who laid down his life for his sheep  
    and willingly died for his flock, alleluia. 
 

REFLECTION                Working with love. 
 

All work is empty save when done with love. And what is it to work 
with love? It is to weave the cloth with threads drawn from your 
heart, even as if your beloved were to wear that cloth. It is to build a 
house with affection, even as if your beloved were to dwell in that 
house. If you cannot work with love but only with distaste, it is better 
that you should leave your work, and sit at the gate of the temple and 
take alms from those who work with joy. For if you bake bread with 
indifference, you bake a bitter bread that feeds but half of man's 
hunger. And if you grudge the crushing of the grapes, your grudge 
distils a poison in the wine. Work is love made visible.

GOSPEL 

The Lord be with you.              And with your spirit. 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to John.        Glory to you, Lord. 
Jesus said:  "I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd is one who lays 
down his life for his sheep.  The hired man, since he is not the shepherd 
and the sheep do not belong to him, abandons the sheep and runs away as 
soon as he sees a wolf coming, and then the wolf attacks and scatters the 

sheep;  this is because he is only a hired man and has no concern for the 
sheep.  I am the good shepherd; I know my own and my own know me, just 
as the Father knows me and I know the Father;  and I lay down my life for 
my sheep.  And there are other sheep I have that are not of this fold, and 
these I have to lead as well.  They too will listen to my voice, and there will 
be only one flock and one shepherd. 
The Father loves me, because I lay down my life in order to take it up 
again.  No one takes it from me; I lay it down of my own free will, and as it 
is in my power to lay it down, so it is in my power to take it up again; and 
this is the command I have been given by my Father." 
 

The Gospel of the Lord.                         Praise to you Lord Jesus Christ. 
 

Let us make our profession of faith: 
I believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, 
of all things visible and invisible. I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, 
the Only Begotten Son of God, born of the Father before all ages. God 
from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not 
made, consubstantial with the Father; through him all things were 
made.

I confess one Baptism for the forgiveness of 
sins and I look forward to the resurrection of the dead and the life of the 
world to come. Amen.
